 Electronic Devices: PLEASE do not your child to camp with ipods, ipads, dsi's, or any other electronic games.  Cell phones will remain in their backpacks only.  

Drop-off time: 8:45 - 9:00.  Morning chores start promptly at 9:00am because the animals are waiting to be fed.  We cannot wait for late arrivals.  IF you do arrive late, please have your child leave their backpack in our classroom, and then drive them to the front of the farm, by the Hen House.

Pick-up time: 1:00. No child will be released to anyone other than their parent or guardian unless PRIOR arrangements are made.  Last minute arrangements, must be made to Angela @ 908. 890. 1633.

Late or absent children: If the child is sick, please make sure they are fever free for 24 hours before arrival to camp.  Unfortunately, we are unable to offer make up days.

Lunches: Please send in your child every day with lunch.  In an effort to teach sustainability, campers are encouraged to pack lunches and drinks in reusable containers that do not need refrigeration.  Argos Farm will provide daily SNACKS, such as pretzels, cheese, and crackers, ice cream.  IF there are any FOOD ALLERGIES, please advice Angela.
